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Today, I'd like to discuss a serious problem in
many parts of the world, snakebites. There are
over 200 species that have poison that is strong
enough to permanently injure or even kill a person.
(mThe only way to treat a person bitten by a
snake is by using antivenom. That’s a biological
product that is created from the desired snake
poison. To make it, you first have to get real
poison from a snake, so antivenom is very difficult
and expensive to produce.

The good news is that not all snakebites contain
poison. For example, once a snake has used its
poison for hunting its prey, it takes time for the
snake to make more poison. Even so, about 130,000
people die each year from snakebites, and another
400,000 suffer permanent injuries.

59 The problem is worse in developing countries,
where pymany farmers work in their fields with
nothing on their feet or just wearing sandals. It’s
easy for a scared snake to attack them.

Unfortunately, snake poison can kill a person

quickly. pySince fields are often far away from
cities, the farmer may not have enough time to
reach medical care.

There are more problems, too. Even if a farmer
gets to a hospital, the doctor might not have the
proper antivenom. 9 mAntivenoms are used only
in the treatment of snakebites of certain species
of snake, and mthe farmer might not know
exactly what kind of snake bit him. Furthermore,
most antivenoms need to be kept in the refrigerator.
But ) if rural hospitals have no electricity, they
cannot keep the antivenom cold.

Now, let’s go on to group presentations. Each
group will give its report to the class.
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Our group looked at how many snakebites there
were in each major region of the world. We found
that there is at least one dangerous species in each
of the areas, but many dangerous snakes are
distributed in Africa and Asia. Let’s look at the
differences in the numbers.
