Adult males are only about 250 kilograms on
average, but their weight changes a lot before and

after they sleep in winter. 2 They are very smart

Plus,
their sense of smell is about eight times better
than a dog’s. They are able to find food easily
by smell.

Black bears live in forests with many plants.
They climb trees to avoid danger, so they are often
hard to find in the wild. Black bears eat huge
amounts of food, mainly plants, berries, and insects,
but they sometimes eat fish or meat.

Like many other animals, black bears face
problems caused by global warming. mWhen the
weather changes, their habitat changes. There
are fewer forests that they can live and rear their
young in. mFewer forests mean less food for
black bears. If they don’t get enough food to
keep them alive while they sleep all winter, they
can die. They may also become unhealthy and
may not have many babies. As a result, mbears
sometimes move to towns because they can find
lots of food in trash cans there. They eat pet
food, too. Unfortunately, bears coming near people
in town are often killed. mThey are hit by
vehicles such as cars. (wThey are also hunted
for food or killed for damaging crops or for
attacking farm animals. mSince black bears
have less and less natural habitat, we must find
ways to share space with them.

Now, let’s look at what is happening in different
regions. Each group will give its report to the
class.
