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Today we'll be talking about the increase in remote and hybrid work models at companies.
Are you familiar with these types of models? Remote work models are ones in which employees
do all their work at home. Hybrid work models, on the other hand, are ones in which employees
spend some of their working hours carrying out their tasks remotely while the rest is spent in
person at the office.

Both types of models hecame more popular due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Since then, a lot
of research has been done on the benefits of these models for both workers and their managers.
For example, we know that both types of models offer workers greater flexibility in their work
and cause less stress and burnout. Meanwhile, companies have reported higher productivity f
among workers and a more efficient use of their time.

These models do have some negative aspects, of course. For one thing, workers have less
access to company resources and equipment. They also cannot work together as easily and may
feel disconnected from their company’s culture. Managers also have less ability to monitor their
. workers and offer help when necessary. It is also more difficult for them to identify workers
who deserve recognition, such as promotions or salary increases.

! Despite some of the disadvantages, a majority of US companies have already adopted either a
- fully remote or hybrid work model, or plan to use one in the near future. This means that our
ideas about work and work-life balance are sure to change in the coming years. While some
- countries may be slower than others to move to these work models, in the future, fully in-person :
jobs will be rarer than other work models everywhere. I
