: If we use it for a vegetable garden, we need not worry about cost or noise from
construction work. Vegetables could be grown using organic farming techniques
and used by the university cafeteria. This would provide a healthier diet for
students.

Pet therapy, or animal-assisted therapy, refers to using animals to help people who
have certain mental or physical problems. Animals may be able to provide comfort or
even help people cope with the symptoms of various diseases.

The idea of using animals for human therapy is not new. People in Belgium started to
use pet animals as a kind of natural therapy as early as the Middle Ages. Later, in the
U.S. in the 1940s, there was a farm established by the American Red Cross and the Army
Air Corps where physically or mentally injured soldiers could recover from illness or
injuries while taking care of animals.

People have long known that animals have positive effects on the human mind and
body, but it was Boris Levinson and Konrad Lorenz who first provided a theoretical
foundation for why this was so. In their view, we naturally feel comfortable around
animals because of our need to be connected with nature.

Today we know of various benefits brought about by interactions with animals.
Research shows that they can improve the condition of patients with mental problems by
decreasing anxiety and stress, increasing feelings of being supported, and providing
motivation, stimulation, and focus. It also seems that animal-assisted therapy may help
improve physical conditions. For example, it may lower the chances of heart failure and
reduce pain from cancer treatment. However, more research is needed to understand in
detail the positive effects of animal-assisted therapy.
